artificial intelligence, risks of conflicts, banking, general economic and market risk, municipal project housing, 
second lien loans, state law restrictions on ownership of real property, and tracking error risk; (iii) 
enhancements to risk factors relating to CDOs, cyber security, ESG, foreign investments, government and 
regulatory risks, LIBOR, the People’s Republic of China, issuer risks, sanctions, anti-corruption and related 
considerations, operational risk, and participation on creditors’ committees; and (iv) enhancements to 
discussions regarding conflicts of interests related to affiliated broker-dealers, trading, the organization of 
private funds, service providers, co-investments, the claims process and trade errors.
